Superior, AZ, the broader Pinal County and Phoenix
Metro Area offer outstanding educational resources
from K-12 to postsecondary institutions. These
educational opportunities are vital for families
seeking quality education and companies looking to
attract a skilled workforce.

Locally, the Superior Unified School District boasts
a commendable graduation rate of approximately
94%, and 70% of these high school graduates
pursue higher education, attending colleges and
universities in Arizona and across the U.S. and
world. Areas of excellence include STEM education,
community engagement and arts and athletics.

A Superior location also ensures an abundance of
postsecondary degree programs as well as technical
workforce development and training.

Cobre Valley Institute of Technology (CVIT):
